Saints and Holy Days -
THE PRESENTATION OF CHRIST (Candlemas)

A feast of our Lord celebrated on Feb. 2, also known as
Candlemas and the Feast of the Purification.
It commemorates the presentation of Jesus and the
purification of Mary in the Jerusalem Temple forty days
after Jesus' birth, in accordance with the requirements of |
Jewish law (Lv 12:2-8).

Jesus' presentation in the Temple reflects how he fulfils the
Old Covenant. According to Old Testament law, a sacrifice
had to be offered in the Temple when a child was
consecrated to the Lord.
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Reflection for February.
The Presentation of the Christ also known as Candlemas:

Looking at the Lord Jesus Christ, we see the Light that illuminates and breaks
the darkness. On February 2nd we celebrate the Feast of the Presentation of
Christ, popularly called Candlemas. It is at this Service that candles are blessed
and the Lord’s blessings are beseeched upon the candles used in Holy Mass
and upon the eyes of our soul. .

The light from the lit candle breaks the darkness of the space where it burns,
S0 t(l)((i), in a more powerful way, the light of Christ break the darkness of the
world.
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
